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Tobias Wilhelmi

Violinisten, dirigenten och tonsittaren Tobias Wilhelmi fé6ddes 1885 i Am-
sterdam — hans far var affirsinnehavare. Han utbildade sig i violin, dirige-
ring och komposition (f6r Bernard Zweers) vid konservatoriet i Amsterdam,
fortsatte direfter sina studier vid konservatoriet i Kéln. Som manga andra
samtida musiker sokte han sin utkomst pa flera hill. Han verkade som kon-
sertmistare i Bonn 1907-12. 1912 hade han ocks& engagemang som violinist
i Leipzig, 1913 i Riga. | bdde Bonn och Riga undervisade han vid stadens
musikkonservatorier. Tobias Wilhelmi flyttade till Sverige 1914, da han gifte
sig med Elisabeth Nordling (1889-1978). Han stannade livet ut i Sverige,
dven om han vid flera tillfillen framtridde som violinist utanfoér landet. Han
dog i Stockholm 1944.

Ar 1915 anstilldes Wilhelmi som violinist i Konsertféreningen i Stockholm
for att 1920 bli dess konsertmistare. 1921 bérjade han i forstafiolstimman i
Hovkapellet och blev 1929 dess ordinarie stimledare.

Tobias Wilhelmi hade stort intresse f6r kammarmusik. Han grundade
Wilhelmitrion 1915. Med denna pianotrio arbetade han f6r samtidens svenska
musik. Vidare var han konstnirlig ledare f6r Stockholms kammarorkester
fran dess grundande 1931 till sin bortging. Orkestern framtridde bland annat
vid promenadkonserter i Nationalmuseum, vilka Wilhelmi tog initiativet till.
Tobias Wilhelmi var medlem i sillskapet Par Bricoles moderloge i Stockholm
och ledde frin 1927 dess kor.

Tonsittaren Tobias Wilhelmis produktion ér stor med tanke p& hans hu-
vudsakliga verksamhet som musiker och dirigent. Vad giller storre former har
han skrivit tvd symfonier (den senare fran 1931), en violinkonsert (1920-21),
tva orkestersviter och en symfonisk dikt (1915). Hans kammarmusik omfat-
tar bland annat en strikkvartett (1923), en pianotrio och en violinsonat. Han
komponerade ocksa vissa verk f6r uppféranden inom Par Bricole.

Nagon verklig uppskattning ser inte tonsittaren Wilhelmi ut att ha face — i
forsta rummet virderades han som violinist och dirigent. Han komponerade
ursprungligen med tydlig inspiration av fransk och tysk musik, naturligt
med hans bakgrund, men tog under de minga dren i Sverige ocksé intryck av
svensk folkton.

Tobias Wilhelmi

Violinist, conductor and composer Tobias Wilhelmi was born in 1885 in
Amsterdam where his father was a shopkeeper. He studied violin, conducting
and composition (with Bernard Zweers) at the conservatory in Amsterdam,
thereafter continuing his studies at the conservatory in Cologne. Like many
other musicians of his time, he sought his livelihood along several avenues. He
worked as a concertmaster in Bonn from 1907 to 1912. He was also enga-
ged as a violinist in Leipzig in 1912, as well as in Riga in 1913. He taught at
the music conservatories in both Bonn and Riga. Tobias Wilhelmi moved to
Sweden in 1914 when he married Elisabeth Nordling (1889-1978). He lived
out his life in Sweden, although, on several occasions, he performed abroad as
a violinist. He died in Stockholm in 1944.

In 1915, Wilhelmi was employed as a violinist in the Stockholm Concert
Society, and in 1920 he became the orchestra’s concertmaster. In 1921 he
began playing in the first violin section of the Royal Court Orchestra and in
1929 became its permanent section leader.

Tobias Wilhelmi had a great interest in chamber music and in 1915 he
founded the Wilhelmi Trio. Together with this piano trio he worked to further
contemporary Swedish music. Additionally, he was the artistic leader for the
Stockholm Chamber Orchestra from its founding in 1931 until his death. The
orchestra’s appearances included promenade concerts at the National Museum,
which Wilhelmi himself initiated. Tobias Wilhelmi was a member of the
mother lodge of the Par Bricole society in Stockholm and from 1927 he led its
choir.

The creative output of the composer Tobias Wilhelmi is large considering
his main activities were as a violinist and conductor. With regard to larger
forms he wrote two symphonies (the latter from 1931), a violin concerto
(1920-21), two orchestral suites and a symphonic poem (1915). Among his
chamber music pieces one finds a string quartet written in 1923, a piano trio
and a violin sonata. He also composed some works especially for performances
within Par Bricole.

Wilhelmi does not seem to have received any real appreciation as a compo-
ser — he was valued first and foremost as a violinist and conductor. He initially
composed with clear inspiration from French and German music — naturally,
given his background — however, during his many years in Sweden he was also

influenced by Swedish folk music.
